THE K-16 BRIDGE PROGRAM COMMUNITY COLLEGE 

MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING

This Memorandum of Understanding (“MOU”) is entered into as of the [date] day of [month] [year], by and between Lewis Center for Educational Research, a non-profit public benefit corporation, having its principal location at 17500 Mana Rd. Apple Valley, California 92307 (the “Lewis Center”),  Victor Valley College, having its principal location at 18422 Bear Valley Rd. Victorville, California 92395 (“College”), and the elementary and/or secondary schools (“Schools”) listed in Exhibit A to this MOU.


WHEREAS:

Lewis Center has the technical skills and expertise to provide a K-16 Bridge Program (services and general program logistics coordination) (the “K-16 Bridge Program”) to Victor Valley College, the K-12 schools located in the Victor Valley; and 

College and Schools will cooperate with Lewis Center by providing the necessary data and program support for Lewis Center to successfully implement and manage the Bridge Program; and

The Parties are setting forth in this MOU the principal terms pursuant to which the Parties wish to structure the aforementioned cooperation into a future agreement( (the “Agreement”) wherein Lewis Center will provide to College and Schools the Bridge Program as further described herein.


NOW, THEREFORE, the parties agree as follows:

1. Responsibilities of Lewis Center.

Lewis Center shall provide a Bridge Program to Victor Valley College and Schools as follows:

(a) Customized and personalized My Mentor website accounts, tailored to the College.

(b) EUREKA career assessment accounts.

(c) A career survey that may be customized by Victor Valley College with results placed in a database for review by College and Schools.

(d) Bridge Program training, support, and curricular materials.  Training and support will usually be remotely provided, through the use of websites.
(e) Coordinator (as designated and compensated by the College) Conferences will be held at the Lewis Center once a year with the college and stakeholders. The Lewis Center will provide one Kick-Off Conference per year 

(f) Lewis Center will provide a Help Desk support during regular business hours and will respond to request made after hours and on weekends within 24 hours. 
(g) Custom built informational on-line documents for each College department listed on the career survey.

(h) Updated versions of Bridge and My Mentor, as they become available.

(i) Aggregated research and data reports, and electronic information storage for information provided by College and Schools.

(j) Electronic portfolios for each student.

(k) Bridge Coordinator support program that includes online support plus a once a year conference at the Lewis Center.  

(l) Standards-based lesson plans and activities for elementary and secondary stakeholders (available on disc or on online).

2. Responsibilities of College.

(a)
College will give the Lewis Center permission to use the College’s name, mascot, logo, and images including College facilities to use for the customization of the College’s My Mentor web pages and promotional materials.

(b)     College will provide academic and career information to the Lewis Center 

           for the Lewis Center’s use in providing K-16 Bridge Program services.

(c)      College will work with their K-12 partners in building advisory groups throughout their community in order to empower the many different and diverse groups that will be involved in the program. Advisory groups will be led by college staff, program leaders, along with K-12 staff, to work with these groups and to bring their recommendations and concerns back to a governing group.  The Bridge site coordinator, as part of their duties, would be to attend these meetings. 
3. Responsibilities of Schools
(a) Schools will designate a staff member to be the K-16 Bridge Program coordinator for their site.  Any compensation for this individual will be determined and paid by the participating school.  Schools will assume the responsibilities of paying for their Bridge coordinator to attend one conference a year to be held at the Lewis Center.
(b) Schools will agree to implement the Bridge Program in core classes following the program guidelines.  
(c) Schools will be responsible for obtaining the permission of the parent(s) of every student involved in the Bridge Program as demonstrated by the distribution, collection and verification that the provided K-16 Bridge Parent Permission form as been fully filled out and signed.  Schools will be responsible for keeping this document on file and available.
(d) Schools will work with the college in building advisory groups throughout their community in order to empower the many different and diverse groups that will be involved in the program. Advisory groups will be led by college staff, program leaders, along with K-12 staff, to work with these groups and to bring their recommendations and concerns back to a governing group.  The Bridge site coordinator, as part of their duties, would be to attend these meetings.
(e) Schools agree to provide computer access and support for students as they 
            complete the K-16 Bridge lessons.

(f)
Schools will agree to open a computer lab for a minimum of six hours on the 

      day of priority registration for K-16 Bridge seniors for the fall semester at 

      Victor Valley College and to help those students through the enrollment process.

3. Best Efforts.  Notwithstanding the Parties’ mutual obligation to negotiate and execute a complete written Agreement setting forth the rights and obligations relating to the subject matter of this MOU, this MOU is a binding and enforceable contract.  This MOU obligates the Parties to this MOU to negotiate in good faith and use commercially reasonable efforts to arrive at a mutually acceptable Agreement for approval, execution and delivery on the earliest reasonably practicable date.

4. Ownership of Intellectual Property. The Parties agree that the K-16 Bridge Program is the intellectual property of Lewis Center, and as such, all rights, title, and interest in the K-16 Bridge Program and any materials produced by the K-16 Bridge Program are owned solely by Lewis Center. 

5. Confidentiality.  “Confidential Information” means all non-public information about any party (the “Disclosing Party”) that is disclosed by that party to the other parties or party (the “Receiving Party”) in documentary or in other tangible form and marked as “confidential” or in oral form including information which is obtained by the Receiving Party as a result of the Receiving Party’s presence at any premises of the Disclosing Party and/or its subsidiaries, such as without limitation technical and non-technical information including patent, trade secret, and proprietary information, techniques, sketches, drawings, models, inventions, know-how, processes, apparatus, equipment, algorithms, software programs, software source documents, and formulae related to current, future, and proposed products and services, information concerning research, experimental work, development, design details and specifications, engineering, financial information, procurement requirements, purchasing, manufacturing, customer lists, business forecasts, sales and merchandising, and market plans and information. The obligation of confidentiality shall not apply or shall cease to apply to any information disclosed by the Disclosing Party to the Receiving Party that, as can be evidenced by a document (a) at the time of the first disclosure by Disclosing Party to the Receiving Party was known to the Receiving Party; (b) is or becomes at any time publicly known through no wrongful act of the Receiving Party, (c) is at any time rightfully obtained by the Receiving Party from a third party who has same in good faith and has the right to pass it on to the Receiving Party, (d) is approved for release by the written authorization of the Disclosing Party, or (e) is disclosed under operation of law.

6. Entire Agreement .This MOU constitutes the complete and entire understanding between the parties with respect to its subject matter and supersedes any and all previous and contemporaneous understandings, whether written or orally.

7. Choice of Law. This Agreement shall be governed by the laws of the State of California with venue to be in San Bernardino County, California.

8. Notices.  All notices, consents, waivers, and other communications under this MOU must be in writing and will be deemed to have been duly given when (a) delivered by hand (with written confirmation of receipt), (b) sent by facsimile transmission or electronic mail (with appropriate confirmation of receipt), provided that a copy is mailed by registered mail, return receipt requested, or (c) when received by the addressee, if sent by a nationally recognized overnight delivery service (receipt requested), in each case to the appropriate address set forth below (or to such other address as a party may designate by notice given in accordance herewith):
